Mobile homes are an affordable alternative to owning a traditional house. However, there are both advantages 

and disadvantages to owning a mobile home. In this article, I will discuss some of these advantages and 

disadvantages. 

Double wide mobile homes are usually split in half during transport and then reassembled upon the desired 

location. There are also single wide mobile homes, which are smaller and more affordable. 

The most obvious reason many people choose to live in a mobile home is because it's cheaper than an ordinary 

house.  

One advantage that a mobile home has over a traditional house is that it's easier to move a mobile home. If you 

decide to move somewhere else, then just take your mobile home with you. With a normal house, you can't do 

that. You have to sell the house, and then purchase another one in the area that you are moving to.  

A second advantage to owning a mobile home is that there is less waiting for the home to be built. Basically, 
your mobile home is put on a truck and shipped to you in a few days. When the mobile home arrives, you just 

tell the work crew where you want it to be placed. And then you're all done.  

Double wide mobile homes are too large to be transported all at once. So they're split in half, transported to the 

site separately, and put back together at your desired location. It doesn't take long for the mobile home to be 

reassembled. Usually, it only takes one day. 

A final advantage to owning a mobile home is the fact that the house is yours faster. Since mobile homes are 
much cheaper than traditional homes, you truly own the mobile home in a much less span of time. It's a nice 

feeling.
